Story  
 
During this term we have been looking at Luke and the old testament prophets, investigating 
that Jesus was the promised Messiah.  
Read through the passage and talk about the story together.  
I have given you some questions to consider, and have included some answer guidelines in 
green, in case you get stuck. 
 
 
Last lesson we heard a parable that Jesus told, it involved a vineyard owner, his son, 
his servants and the people who rented the vineyard. But the story had a deeper 
meaning.  
What can you remember about it? Who did each character in the story represent? 
 

It was Godôs plan to save his people and their response to him. Review God= the 
vineyard owner, the prophets= the servants, and the Israelites = the people who rented 
the vineyard.   

 
Is this story still relevant to people today? why/ why not? 

People still need to make a choice as to how they will respond to Jesus. 
 

Read the bible passages together to discuss: (I have included them for you but you could 
look them up together if you wish) 
 
Psalm 118:22 (CEV) 

22 The stone that the builders tossed aside has now become the most important 

stone. 

The “stone” that is thrown away is someone who becomes important.  

Who do you think this stone is? What is this verse trying to tell us?  

This verse tells us that people chose to ‘toss aside’ or reject Jesus. Yet Jesus is the most 

important part of God’s rescue plan. The Bible tells us that no one can live as God’s friends 

unless they trust Jesus. Let's remember that Jesus called people to follow him. 

 



There was a time when God’s people the Israelites, turned away from him and 

worshipped and served false Gods. As a result, God allowed them to be taken into 

captivity. They spent around 70 years in exile. The sin of the people kept them from 

living in the land that God had given to them.  

However the writings of Isaiah, which were inspired by God, gave the people hope. 

Isaiah talked about a servant of God who  would make it possible for their sin to be 

forgiven so that they can return to their land.  

Isaiah 53:10  

The Lord decided his servant would suffer as a sacrifice to take away the sin and guilt 

of others.  Now the servant will live to see his own descendants.[c] He did everything 

the Lord had planned 

However even after God let the people return to the land, sin was still keeping them 

from living as God's friends. God’s promise of a saviour was not only for the people 

who had been sent into exile.  

Who else was this promise for? For people throughout the ages, for everyone!
